AFTAR Option Clause
Parties may, by use of the ARIAS Fast Track Arbitration Clause (or similar wording), agree at the outset that the ARIAS Fast Track Arbitration Rules will apply to all disputes under a contract. Alternatively, parties may decide, after a dispute has arisen, to use the Fast Track Rules for the particular dispute. The clause below adopts an intermediate position, in that it does not impose an obligation to use the Fast Track Rules, but does require parties to independently consider, the appropriateness of using the Fast Track Rules once a dispute has arisen. It could be used in conjunction with the ARIAS Arbitration Clause, or other dispute resolution clauses.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Notwithstanding any other provision of the contract dealing with dispute resolution, after a dispute has arisen between the parties each party will separately consider, and will inform the other party of its view as to, whether use of the ARIAS Fast Track Rules (“AFTAR”) would be appropriate.
If the parties agree that use of AFTAR would be appropriate, such agreement shall be recorded in writing, and AFTAR shall apply to the determination of the dispute.
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
